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FEES POLICY – YSGOL GYMRAEG LLUNDAIN

Ysgol Gymraeg Llundain/The London Welsh School is financed entirely from fees, grants and gifts.  We endeavour to keep school fees as low as possible, yet our expectations are that parents will make every effort to meet the full fees.

STANDARD FEES
Fees are set in advance of the new academic year.  For 2016/17 the fees are £2,898 (£966 a term and £241.40 a month). 
Fees will be invoiced in advance of the start of each term. Invoices are due and payable in the first week of term by cheque or in the first week of each month by direct debit.
Late Payments - Parents who have not paid Fees by the second week of the term will be contacted, and a reminder will be sent.

PAYMENT METHODS

Payments can be made by electronic transfer in the School’s Bank account, and also can be made by cheque. The Account Name: The Welsh Schools Trust Limited, Sort Code: 40-03-11, Account Number: 21701053 

We encourage payments to be made monthly by Direct Debit – the school should be informed that this is the method of payment.
DISPENSATION
Parents are responsible for paying the full fees in a timely manner.  It is important that we have a consistent and fair policy for dealing with those occasions where fee-payers are unable to pay the full fees.  Dispensation support may be available depending on the financial, compassionate or other circumstances of applicants – please see the school’s Dispensation Policy.
LEAVING THE SCHOOL
If a child is leaving the school other than the end of year 6, then parents must notify the school in writing at least a full term before the intended leaving date.

NURSERY FEES
Nursery Grant covers 15 hours per week (5 sessions).  This covers half the fees of a full-time nursery child. The Nursery should be paid for at the beginning of each term.
Individual Nursery Sessions are £25.
